Goal:

Divide the group into three sub-groups

representative from each group comes to the group’s paper and adds only one of the
following: a circle or four straight lines.

Explain that this is not a race.

Repeat this activity with the same groups.

Group members will learn that cooperation is an important part of working together and that
everyone can maintain his/her individuality while still working in a group.

How to Process:

How did you cooperate in working together?

Did anyone have feelings of control or lack of control?
How did you deal with these feelings?

What have you learned about yourself? How about others?
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
